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| believe that using crowdfunding and donating the money collected would be the best way to protect endangered species.

The first reason is that it is an efficient way of raising the money required. In order to protect endangered species, it is necessary to stop
environmental destruction and create safe areas for animals. However, huge amounts of money are needed to do this. I've heard the government
is working to solve these problems, but its budget is not enough. But if crowdfunding is used, a lot of money can be raised because lots of
people around the world can donate, even if they each only give small amounts. Furthermore, it's simple to spread information online, and the
cost of raising money is low, so most of the money could be used for its intended purpose. In these ways, people who wish to work on
protecting animals could quickly raise money from many people.

The second reason is that using crowdfunding could create ongoing support for animal protection. The protection of endangered species is a
long-term project. Using crowdfunding makes it easy for organizers to regularly inform donors about the activities they're supporting, which helps
supporters feel that their money is being used well. Also, donors can easily exchange messages with the organizers, allowing them to feel the
enthusiasm of the organizers. As a result, crowdfunding increases donors’ empathy and awareness, which leads to their long-term support.

Therefore, | think that raising money through crowdfunding is the best thing we could do to protect endangered species.

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I'm opposed to fully automatic public transportation. There are two reasons why | don’ t think it s a good idea.

The first reason is that machines are not flexible enough to respond to unexpected situations that they haven’t been programmed for. For
example, if a train detected heavy rain and automatically stopped, even though it wasn’ t raining enough to stop the train, it could cause
significant unnecessary delays. Furthermore, if an emergency stop occurred at a place other than a station, there would be no one who could
immediately assess the situation and give instructions to the passengers.

The second reason is that the risk of cyber-attacks would increase. The more automated a system becomes, the more it can be attacked,
which could cause major accidents. For instance, if a train’ s systems were hacked, the hacker could make the train run backwards or move too
fast. Moreover, an attack on the main system could affect the entire transportation system, meaning that the hacking might not affect just one
train, but every train. Because a completely automated transportation system would have a lot of programs and other systems, it would take a
lot of time to discover the cause of the trouble.

Some people believe that automation would reduce costs for train companies, and this could lead to benefits for passengers, such as lower
fares. However, | think automation would cost a lot of money in terms of development costs, as well as maintenance and security measures, so
ticket prices would stay the same or get more expensive.

For these reasons, | am against the complete automation of public transportation.
